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1857 - 1861 During President James BUCHANAN’s administration (1857-1861), John B. FLOYD, Sec of War, had

dispersed the US Regular Army of over 16,000 officers and men to distant parts of the country.  He also had

transferred quantities of arms and ammunition from the North to Southern arsenals.  Most ships were at

foreign stations by direction of  FLOYD to Sec of Navy, Isaac TOUCEY.

1860 - 1861 1st OH Light Artillery had been formed at early as 1860 under the Ohio Militia laws under Col. James

BARNETT and was ready for service when the war broke out.  It consisted of twelve batteries which served

for  3 months in WV and later mustered in for 3 years in Sep 1861.  [We will follow the action of each battery

separately.]
